• On each year group’s first day of arrival, pupils who have consent for testing will go to the sports

• Year 11 will have lunch as usual across the week.  
 

• For Years 7,8,9,10 if your child is eligible for Free School Meals and you would like to order a

Masks:  
 

• In order to keep our school community safe, it will be compulsory for all pupils to wear masks 

in school – unless they are already registered with us as being medically exempt. I really 

appreciate your support with this matter.  

 

• Pupils will be required to wear their mask at all times (including in lessons) unless they are eating 

or they are outside.  

 

• Masks must be plain white, black, burgundy, medical blue or grey - with no visible logos. This is 

to ensure an inclusive approach, to avoid pupils being singled out and to avoid masks becoming 

a ‘status symbol’.    

 
Contact tracing: 
 

• Please be reminded that pupils should not attend school if they have Covid symptoms or if they 
have been in close contact with a confirmed case.  

 

• From 8th March onwards, any pupils identified as a close contact of a positive case in school will 
be asked to self-isolate at home for 10 days, as per national guidelines and as we were operating 
during Term 1.
